Under the Election
Farndii?g, Expendi!111'8 and Disclosures ACi 1981 ("the Act") an advance payment is available at the
beginning of eacli quartei' for eligible parties and independent elected members.

A party or elected member is eligible for payment when all tlie relevant criteria prescribed in the Act
nave been met, including that the recipient does not have any outstanding declarations of political
donations and electoral expenditlire,

Advance payments are claimed by parties and elected members up to four times a year and are
payable at the beginning of each quarte^ (I January, I April, I July and I October). A recipientinust
account for' the expenditure of this public money by submitting a declaration disclosing wliat the
ftinds were spent on. The declaration is lodged with the NSW Electoral Commission after the quarter
has ended
